Shake it! for Early Childhood
This is a supplement to the Shake it! Process drama based on Earthquakes 
designed for Drama Level 3-4

Those working in Early Childhood Centres could read the whole diary entry out to the children.  If that is the case I would make them lie down and close their eyes – so they can really focus.  And make a list of things that stand out, or give them what you want them to do:

1. Sleeping in a tent.

2. Eating breakfast with brother and sister

3. Seeing friend at gate

4. Sitting in class

5. In the earthquake

6. Two children meeting mum

7. Family together again.

 OR  Break the kids up into groups with a teacher (My son’s kindy calls them Whanau groups with a teacher in charge) and give the teacher sections that they then read to the children decide what the picture should be and then present. (You could do the captions – but maybe just in the small groups)

(SKIP CAPTIONS, ROLE ON WALL and HOT SEATING)

Pick out sound words and do Soundscape, again work in small groups.  If you haven’t read the whole diary entry yet – do it after performing the soundscapes.

Question time – What do we know already – what to do in an earthquake

Do the survival kit section – the children would probably really enjoy handling the items.

Teach them the rap and actions.  (My 4yr old loved it)

With the roles and responsibilities section.  What I would suggest is doing it in your smaller groups with a teacher.  Assign a child a role and then read out the section and the children need to try and match the responsibility to the role.  (If wanted)
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
